Successful applications will be notified by Friday 27th January.
Funding can be put towards facility hire, coaching costs, equipment costs, but must hit the main aim of the relevant fund. 

1) Participation Grant 1 (Up to £250) Aim: These will be provided to clubs that can demonstrate a clear increase in participation through coaching in the local community, whether in schools, clubs, leisure centres, colleges, satellite clubs, introduction of a new discipline, increase in participation at current venue.

2) Participation Grant 2 (Up to £500) Aim: These will be provided to clubs that can demonstrate a clear increase in participation through coaching in the local community, whether in schools, clubs, leisure centres, colleges, satellite clubs, introduction of a new discipline, increase in participation at current venue.

3) Development Grant (Up to £750) Aim: These will be provided to clubs that, as part of their development plan, plan to up skill the coaching workforce, directly increase participation and/or create a new satellite club whilst providing new opportunities for attracting people into/back to the sport      

4) Growing Grant (Up to £1,000) Aim: This grant will be provided to an exceptional application from a club that plans to open a sister club / satellite club or increase their club membership by XX number. Club membership will be increased exponentially and it should help address the demand for Gymnastics in your local community. 

* Please note that the funding available is limited and will be allocated to the club/s that best demonstrate the project that meets the regional priorities. It is also only available to British Gymnastics members in London with priority going to current British Gymnastics Clubs in the London region.
